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Boxon definition
To be defined as a sustainable product we require that: 

•	 Supplier must be certified according to FSC. 
•	 Delivery note and invoice must contain FSC certification 

number. 
•	 The product must be recycable. 
•	 We recommend that the product is marked with FSC logo 

according to FSC standards, and recyclable symbol.
